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	SAR Narrative: SD Wing continues to work hard to get more teams, both on the ground and in the air mission qualified with a number of SAREX's and local squadron training weekends. Many of our wing staff members make themselves available to work with members on a one on one basis to ensure training at its best. Many of our goals for the upcoming year include 1. Train ground teams in winter Search and Rescue. 2. Become a leader in the nation for sUSA use on missions. 3. Increase the number of mission pilots by two. 4. Get ground teams snow-shoed qualified. 5. Provide training to get a minimum of three new ground team leaders. 6. Increase our working relations with county emergency managers in the state. 
 
SD Wing continues its relationship with the SD Air National Guard and Ellsworth AFB in supporting their Low-Level Route Survey missions. In flying these missions we are able to provide a service to them as well provide valuable training to our air crews.
 As the spring and summer of 2019 came we were able to provide many more opportunities for ground team and air crew training in addition to getting a number of members qualified in sUAS usage and instruction. 
Missions hit SD hard and fast in the fall with several coming back to back. September had 3 missing person missions and 1 missing aircraft and October and November brought 2 of our largest missions for the year with a missing hunter in the Black Hill and the use of our sUAS's and the largest turnout of members in Aberdeen, SD  searching for a missing aircraft.  A number of missions were flown this summer under training status to provide imagery of local flooding and tornado damage. Many of the images were picked up by the local media and several of the flooding pictures were used by FEMA and appeared in the media around the world spreading the work of the Civil Air Patrol.  
Two of the biggest and ongoing missions for SD Wing are of support of the Sioux Falls Air Show every four years and monthly animal tracking with the Department of Game Fish and Park This year was no exception with the wing members flying each day of the air show providing pre-show imagery and each day of the show for crowd and traffic flow images as well as providing displays of many of our aircraft including a glider.  Animal tracking missions racked up over 86 flights for the state.

	Internal Aerospace Education Narrative: The goal of SD Wing AE officer is to work closely with each and every squadron and many local schools in South Dakota to help promote aviation and awareness of Civil Air Patrol. SD hold numerous activities throughout the year to help with the promotion of AE such as weekend rocketry and model plane building and cadet orientation rides in addition to monthly squadron activities they hold muti-squadron aerospace weekend training and education.
 
	External Aerospace Education Narrative: The AE officer in the Pierre squadron has over the past few years been working with local schools in rural areas of South Dakota to help spread the interest of aviation in all forms to young people who would otherwise not have the resources to experience aviation and all the opportunities Civil Air Patrol has to offer. Members fly an aircraft to these rural areas to provide exposure and education in aviation to young people.  
 Many of the squadrons also participate in Women of science fairs in their local towns to help with the promotion of women in aviation and to educate them in Civil Ari Patrol and all of our opportunities.
 
 
	Narrative for Cadet Programs: South Dakota Wing Cadet Program is an active program.  Cadet involvement in activities is high.  The CAC now comes up with dates for upcoming activities in South Dakota.  The cadet staff involved in each activity prepare staff for their roles by providing cadet training days prior to the activity involved.  This ensures that the activity is run smoothly.  Senior members are actively involved in activities.  Generally 10-15 seniors attend each cadet activity as escorts and instructors.  The Director of Cadets attended the Youth Development Conference held in November, 2019 at Atlanta, GA.  She is now working with the Boys and Girls clubs in SD to utilize their resources and them to work with CAP.
